Dear employees:

A campaign to encourage screening for colorectal cancer is underway in Oregon, sponsored by the Oregon Health Authority.

We value your health and aim to provide a workplace environment that helps you reach your wellness goals. For that reason, we are supporting the campaign and want you to be aware of this important screening that can save your life or the life of someone you know.

Colorectal cancer is the second most deadly form of cancer, but it doesn’t have to be.

Screening can prevent colorectal cancer or catch it early when it’s highly treatable. [It is a covered benefit under our health plan and we support time off work for screening if needed.] 

But, too few men and women in Oregon are being screened. 
Everyone over the age of 50 should be screened for colorectal cancer. If you haven’t been screened, please talk to your doctor about the test that’s right for you.

If you have been screened, your story could save a life. Talk about your experience with your coworkers and other people in your lives, and encourage them to get screened too.
Consider sharing this information:

· Everyone over the age of 50 should be screened for colorectal cancer.

· Screening allows your doctor to identify and remove polyps before they turn cancerous, or catch it early when it’s highly treatable.

· There are several reliable screening tests—some may cost as little as $25 and all are covered by insurance.

· Talk to your doctor about the one that is right for you.

· Make and keep your appointment to be screened. Then encourage other people you know to get screened, too!
